      You will notice that there has been a nominal tuition increase of $5 per student and that figures have been established for the possibility of 5 and 6 children. 
1 child: $352, 2 children: $533, 3 children: $640

4 children: $712, 5 children: $775, 6 children: $840

Any Sumter Academy family that has registered for the 2010-2011 school year or who attended Sumter Academy last year is eligible to recruit new families to the school and receive a tuition discount ranging from 25% to 60%.  There are some minor restrictions listed below:
1) Day Care is not involved under any circumstances.

2) New families with one child are eligible if the student is entering the second grade or above.
3) New families with more than one child are eligible in grades K-4 through the 12th grade provided that one student is in the second grade or above.

4) New students in all grades are eligible if their family makes a bona fide move to the Sumter Academy area. 

HOW IT WORKS:

       For example: John Smith recruits Sam Andrews to bring his family to Sumter Academy. The Smiths have 2 children and the Andrews have 1. The regular tuition for the Smiths is $533 and $352 for the Andrews. The Smiths and Andrews will combine to pay the 3 child tuition of $640 together with the Smiths paying $426.67 for a savings of $106.33 and the Andrews paying $213.33 for a savings of $138.67. Although this is $245 less than regular tuition, it will range from $107 to $288 more than was being paid without the extra student(s) at no extra cost to the school. The discounts will range from $75 to $212 per family. All fees are still in effect. The plan will last for 3 school years after which tuition would be restructured. Any issues of blatant abuse of the program will be at the discretion of the Board of Directors.
ANSWERS TO FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:
If a child graduates or leaves the tuition is refigured. 
If initially you do not recruit a family, you may do so at any time during the 3 year period.
Faculty and staff members may participate but tuition will be figured at the regular rate.
Tuition may increase as needed during the plan and tuition will be refigured accordingly.
Program is limited to 2 families combining with each other. A form will be signed by both families at the school office in the presence of the Headmaster and/or Chairman of the Board.
